GRAPH REQUIREMENTS

1. Use a pencil and ruler.  

2. Each graph must be at least one-half page.

3. Label the X-axis with the independent variable and the Y-axis with the dependent variable.  Be sure to include the unit (mL, m, sec, etc.)

4. Determine the range of data (low and high values) for each variable.

5. Number each axis in even increments from the lowest part of the range to the highest part.

(5, 10, 15, etc.  NOT 3, 8, 12, 20, etc.)

6. Plot out all data points neatly.

7. Use the line of best fit to connect the dots.

8. Create a descriptive title for the graph. Ex.  “The Relationship between (Independent Variable) and the (Dependent Variable)”

9. Use a key when necessary.
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
